After seeing a used table top area of 20 inches by 80 inches and wondering what could | do with that space | decided to
build a switcher layout, 5 to 6 sidings of track.

My problem is how to get from one siding to the next. This is currently in the engineering and research stage. 1 idea |
have is to reverse some switch tracks and mate them up to the standard switches (see picture).
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My problem is how to wire them. | will use either standard atlas direction switches or toggle switches. Haven't made up
my mind as of yet. This is a scrounge project. | will dip into my bag of tricks, using left over track and equipment that |
have including some tall skinny trees, unused plaster rocks, some grass etc.

Steel Mil | Modelers Special Interest Group (SMMSIG)

Submitted by Steven Meyer, SMMSIG Journal editor and NER member

The SMMSIG is one of about thirty Special Interest Groups sanctioned by the NMRA. Modelers with an interest in steel
were originally a part of the Railroad Industries Modeling SIG. As their ranks expanded they realized the need to become
a separate entity, focusing exclusively on their interests. Thus the Steel Mill Modelers Special Interest Group was formed
a few years ago.

Currently there are around 250 members who share a passion for modeling steel mills and their related industries. Most

modelers make no attempt to compress an entire steel-making site to their modeling scale. The facilities are way too big!

For instance, the prototype thatl model , Carnegie Steel 6s Duquesne (PA) Pl an
PRR south of Pittsburgh. They had 6 blast furnaces, an ore yard that was 1600 feet long and 200 feet wide. The rolling

mills were housed in individual buildings over 1000ft long. No matter how | might try, the prototype cannot be reduced
eighty-seven times into an HO layout!

Thus we are thankful to Walthers for making available every type of structure we need, all in a very compressed - yet
functionally convincing - form. Their Ashland Steel series offers a blast furnace, cast house, power house, rolling mill, ore
yard crane, Hulett ore unloader, coke-making facility, and more. Whether these kits are assembled per the instructions or
if they are used for kitbashing, the task of modeling steel facilities is now greatly simplified.
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Some of the hobbyés finest craftsmanship is on display in

pages 64 through 71 you will observe the structures and layoutof Mi ke Rabbi tt . I f you havenodt
get a copy of the publication. Mike has fabricated, mainly from scratch, a large number of highly detailed and accurate
mill buildings. 1 6ve included a pleotdhshameinPblk eds bl ast furn

So consider getting rid of that milk plant or coal yard that handles only one car per day. Instead, install some portion of a
steel mill. Add a rolling mill or a coke plant. Start moving fifty cars per day instead of one. Itis a lot more fun!

In a recent newspaper article, | read of a hobby shop in Winsted that was closing its doors. Sadly, this is not an

uncommon event in the hobby shop business these days. Al t hough that particular closing
rare to find a shop that is succeeding much less thriving. There is such a rarity, however,and it é6s | dheal and
same town as the recent closing . . . Winsted. Whereas the closed business specialized in radio-controlled aircraft, this
successful hobby shop gem specializes, perhaps counterintuitively, in trains . . . model railroading.
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ts name is RR Model and Hobby Supp!l y Meaadof\Wihsted. Morean,a deceatly d
retired heavy equipment operator, caught the model railroading bug as a child viewing the toy wonders in stores and at a
friendd8ubous whedadahidren of his dwn that he and his son built their own railroad in miniature. In
1998 he decided to incorporate his passion into a business enterprise and, following a six-year stint in a Torrington store,
set up shop in the basement of his home as a part-time practice when he was not driving monster earth-moving
equipment. In 2011, he moved his store to its current location, the renovated Whiting Mill at 100 Whiting Street where he
occupies one of the many shops and artisan studios located in this massive brick structure. There is not much in the way
of signage on this building such as you would find at a mall. Instead, it retains its original early 20th century (built in 1901)
unadulterated charm and you just have to find out about it by other means...friends, ads, and this article. In 2016, Yankee

I't is this authords opini on t h arhisradhges Eomwalbtypesmfadilroad éqaipnmertoi s
cars, trucks and boats to entire train layouts that he will build for his customers. His weathering techniques make the
models indistinguishable from the real world counterparts, except for their size. Occasionally, he offers free clinics on
Saturday mornings that range from scenery construction to railcar weathering.

The man that conducts most of these clinics is Tim Sweeney . . . the same Tim referred to above. According to Tim,

counterintuitive. In this day and age of space travel and airplanes, one might think that trains are passé. Not so. The big
boys have largely consolidated and are thriving . . . at least in the freight-hauling world. Billionaire and investment guru,
Warren Buffet, not too long ago bought the entire Burlington Northern Santa Fe Railroad. Buf f et doe s n @y
mistakes when it comes to making money. And never in the history of model railroading have there been so many
manufacturers producing very high quality and exquisitely detailed products.

You have the option to model any era in railroad history in a wide variety of scales. Personally, | model the transition era
in HO (1:87) scale. The transition era spans the 1940s through 1950s when the railroads were in their late stages of
steam, switching over to diesel. This is one of the most popular modeling eras as you get to enjoy both steam and diesel
engines. HO is the most popular scale and is approximately one half the size of the post-World War Il Lionel O gauge
(1:48 scale) trains that were favorite Christmas presents when | was a youth. And, yes, | still have them. Tim Sweeney
prefers to model in N gauge (1:160 scale) which is about half as big as HO. The advantage of this scale is that you can
get a lot more railroad in a given space. Model railroading has also gone high tech. With computerization, you can make
your engines and layout do things that were unfathomable not too long ago. Engines can be operated remotely using
handheld wireless controller/throttles and they can be programmed to emit all the sounds of their real world big brothers.

Hi Ron, Happy Holidays.....Concerning your request for articles, | have done something that | have not seen before
although I'm certain that it has been done before. It has to do with Hi Rail, three rail operation.

Over the years, | have gone through 3-rail O to two-rail S to HO, and for a short stint, N. My true love is "O" Scale 2 rail
DC. My Cheshire CT |l ayout was 266 x 386, had 4 operation
10006 of track, mostly hand | aid.

Now in my condo, "O" scale has too little room to operate in. To continue my love for railroading and for the eventual
passing on event to the big railroad in the sky, | have built a pretty fair sized Hi Rail layout. | could have had an "O" scale
switching layout but in the end, my family would have been at a loss trying to dispose of the "O" scale equipment along
with dismantling the layout. My love for the "O" scale operation however continued and | wished to operate my Hi rail
layout with the capability of running DC for control and operation.

To accomplish this wish, | set up a Lionel ZW transformer with an appropriate control panel allowing me to select the left
hand or the right hand power control lever.
